COMPARE AND CONTRAST
· To compare, look for clues that tell how things are alike.

· To contrast, look for clues that tell how things are different.
· When writers compare things they may use words such as also, both, and too.  When writers contrast things, they may use words such as but, instead, and although.  
Example:  

Because they are both large birds of prey that often live in the same territory, bald eagles and ospreys are often mistaken for each other.  If you know what to look for, however, you can tell these birds apart.  Seen from below, the bald eagle is mostly dark, but osprey is mostly light.  The bald eagle soars with flat wings, but the osprey has a crook in its wings.  Although each bird flies in a slightly different way, you are likely to see both birds soaring gracefully far above the Earth or swooping down to capture their next meal.  
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
