LOCATE INFORMATION
You can use the parts of a nonfiction book to find information.

· The cover or jacket tells the book’s title and author.  The jacket may contain a summary of the book and biographical information about the author.
· The title page tells the book’s title and author.
· The copyright page tells the name of the publisher and the year the book was published.
· The table of contents lists the sections or chapters of the book and their page number in order.  
· The index lists the topics that are covered in the book, in alphabetical order.  
· The glossary is a small dictionary of words contained in the book.
