CAUSE AND EFFECT

· Identifying cause and effect relationships can help you better understand a character’s feelings, actions, or motivations.

· To find effect ask What happened?  To find a cause, ask Why did this happen?  

· Sometimes an effect can cause something else to happen.  Events often have more than one cause and effect.

Example:


When Leo woke up, it was raining.  He felt frustrated because he could not go outside and work on the tree house he was building with his father.  He sulked around the house all morning.  Soon he’d got tired of feeling sorry for himself and decided to make the best of a rainy day.  He gathered some board games and invited his brother and sister to play with him.  They all had a good time.  They knew there would be plenty of time for outdoor activities when the sun came out again.
