Narrative Elements:
The most important elements in a story, or narrative, are setting, character, and plot.

	SETTING:  When and where the story takes place

	CHARACTERS:  The people or animals in a story

	Plot:  What happens in the story—the sequence of actions or  

                  events.


EXAMPLE:  
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Steve lived in Monterey, California.  One Saturday afternoon he called his friend Jim.  He asked Jim to meet him at the aquarium.  There was a new shark exhibit they wanted to see.  Steve hopped on his bike but found out it had a flat tire.  “Dad” he yelled.  “can you give ma a lift to the aquarium?”  


“Only if you help me wash the car first,” said Dad.
